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Integrated family service centre (IFSC) is a new service model. Under the direction of
“child-centred, family-focused and community-based”, IFSCs adopt a variety of
service delivery modes to provide the needy with a continuum of preventive, supportive
and remedial services. By establishing partnership and close collaboration with
community organizations and mobilizing community resources, IFSCs seek to strengthen
family solidarity, enhance resilience of individuals and families, and assist them in
preventing and dealing with various perscnal or family problems through multi-faceted
levels of intervention. There is an extensive network of 61 IFSCs and two Integrated
Services Centres (located at Tung Chung) operated by the Social Welfare Department and
non-governmental organizations over the territory. Serving a well-defined service
boundary, each IFSC develops and provides appropriate services according to the needs of
individuals and families in the community.
