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Enrolled Nurse (General) / Enrolled Nurse (Psychiatric)
Training Programme for the Welfare Sector

Guide to Applications

This programme is a two-year full-time welfare-oriented training course targeted to meet the manpower
demand for Enrolled Nurse (General) [EN(General)] and Enrolled Nurse (Psychiatric) [EN(Psychiatric)]
in the welfare sector’. It is organised by the Social Welfare Department (SWD) in collaboration with
the Hospital Authority (HA).

Programme Aims, Structure and Mode of Study

— The programme aims to prepare graduates to become competent, caring professional nurses
with an understanding of the holistic nature of health and the ability to apply the principles and
demonstrate proficiency in providing health care for clients in particular in the welfare sector.

— This programme is divided into two streams, namely EN(General) stream and EN(Psychiatric)
stream.

— This programme is to be conducted in HA nursing schools. Clinical placement will be conducted
in HA hospitals and welfare settings.

— Medium of instruction is mainly Chinese, supplemented with English. A variety of teaching and
learning methods will be adopted, including lectures, seminars, tutorials, laboratory sessions
and field studies.

Programme Content

— The programme covers a wide range of knowledge base from the scope of core competence
required of an enrolled nurse (EN). Subjects include professionalism, nursing history and ethics,
personal and communal health, psychology, interpersonal relationship & communication skills,
elementary microbiology, first aid and emergency care, food and nutrition, anatomy and physiology,
medical & surgical nursing, pharmacology, geriatric nursing, psychiatry and related nursing.

Assessment
— Each trainee’s performance will be assessed by coursework and/or examinations as well as field
assessments.

— Coursework includes tests, seminar papers, seminar presentations, projects, laboratory work,
field exercises and other forms of classroom participation.

Professional Recognition
— On successful completion of the programme, graduates are eligible to apply for enrolment with
the Nursing Council of Hong Kong as EN(General) or EN(Psychiatric).

Entry Requirements
— The entry requirements for this programme are —

(a) having attained the age of 18 or upwards by the time the training programme commences
in March 2006;

(b) having completed secondary school Form 5 education in Hong Kong, or equivalent (For the
purposes of the entry requirements for admission to this training programme, SWD has the
discretion to accept other educational qualifications which it considers are equivalent to the
completion of secondary school Form 5 education in Hong Kong. Applicants are required
to submit documentary proof to SWD of any equivalent education attainment obtained outside
Hong Kong); and

(c) fluency in Cantonese, and proficiency in written Chinese and English.

L Welfare sector refers to non-governmental organisations or private organisations which are recognised by the Social Welfare Department
for the purposes of this training programme as providers of elderly, rehabilitation, family and child care, or correctional services.
