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Explanatory Notes for Application for

Rent/Rates/Government Rent Subsidy for 2009-10

A.
Preamble


(1)
Some charitable organisations operate non-subvented welfare services with their own resources.  These welfare services supplement the government funded programmes/ activities in meeting the community needs.  In recognition of their valuable contributions, the Government has, for many years, implemented this rent/rates/government rent subsidy scheme (the Subsidy) with a view to assisting financially the continuation of these non-subvented activities. 
(2)
In this application, the rent for Subsidy purpose refers to rental payments for public housing premises only; and the rates and government rent for Subsidy purpose refer to such payments for self-owned premises or rented premises in both the public and the private sector.
(3)
The Subsidy, if granted, is paid out from the Government’s General Revenue Account.  To ensure that public funds are granted to the most needy organisations for rendering continual non-subvented welfare services, subsidy scheme operates on certain established eligibility criteria.  There are financial assessment and service assessment criteria for each application.  A successful applicant has to satisfy all the criteria.
(4)
The ultimate level of support for a successful case after meeting the assessments will be subject to availability of Government funds.

Application Procedures

General Eligibility Criteria


(8)
The applicant must be a bona-fide non-profit-making organisation exempt from tax under Section 88 of the Inland Revenue Ordinance, Cap. 112.

(9)
The applicant organisation must be run by a properly constituted committee with integrity, management capability and track record to the satisfaction of Social Welfare Department.

(10)
The applicant organisation is willing to allow staff of Social Welfare Department to inspect the premises of the service unit and the activities conducted by the service unit.


D.
Financial Assessment


(11)
The assessment of the eligibility of a service unit for the Subsidy will be based on the criteria specified in (i) and (ii) below, and documents to be submitted by the applicant organisation as specified in (iii) below:
(i)
Surplus
The service unit will not be eligible for a subsidy if the submitted Income and Expenditure Account shows that the surplus (after deduction of the subsidy given in the same financial year) is greater than $100,000 or three times of the subsidy to be given, whichever is the less.

(ii)
General accumulated surplus / net current assets
The service unit will not be eligible for a subsidy if the submitted Balance Sheet shows that 10% of either the general accumulated surplus (i.e. all designated funds will be ignored) or the net current assets, whichever the less, is greater than the subsidy to be granted.  In view of this, all the Balance Sheet submitted by applicant organisation should have a clear account of all the designated funds.
(iii)  Audited annual financial statements
The applicant organisation must submit the audited annual financial statements (including an Income and Expenditure Account and a Balance Sheet) in respect of either the service unit for which subsidy is being applied or the organisation as a whole for the financial year from 1 April 2008 to 31 March 2009 or the latest available financial statements if they cover a different accounting period.  They should be audited by a Certified Public Accountant in Hong Kong.  Annual financial statements certified by the head of the applicant organisation is accepted only when the requested subsidy is less than $5,000.  Please note that once the certified/audited annual financial statements have been submitted, any re-submission will not be considered.

E.
Service Assessment


(12)
The direct services provided to the customers of the service unit concerned must be within the welfare ambit, such as family and child welfare; social security; services for elders; rehabilitation; medical social services; services for offenders and crime prevention; community development and youth services.  Please note that administrative service, labour activities, health programmes and those activities/ programmes subvented by other government departments are considered outside the ambit of the Subsidy.
(13)
The welfare services provided are meeting the genuine needs of the community served and they should be easily accessible by the needy customers, i.e. services not confined to a restricted membership.

(14)
The service unit provided should have had a good track record in providing such welfare service.  Services under planning or services having been in operation for a short while at the time of application would only be considered on an exceptional basis with strong justifications.

(15)
Those welfare services, for which the customers have to pay certain fees, could only be eligible for the Subsidy if the fees collected do not contain the rent/rental related elements.  Welfare services that are operated on non-profit making self-financing mode will be considered ineligible if the fees paid by service recipients have included the elements of rent/rates/government rent.

F.
Support Level for the Subsidy


(16)
At times, the requested amount of the Subsidy may be supported at pro-rata basis in relation to the floor area concerned.  For example, (i) when a portion of the premises for non-welfare activities is not recognized for Subsidy purpose, or (ii) when a portion of the premises for subvented welfare activities is excluded from the Subsidy application, or (iii) when a portion of the premises exceeds the comparable parameter for similar service in the subvented sector, the support level for the Subsidy may be reduced appropriately.

(17)
At times, the requested amount of the Subsidy may be supported at pro-rata basis in relation to the utilization rate.  For example, (i) when the utilization rate of the welfare service is unable to substantiate a 100% support for the Subsidy, or (ii) when the welfare service has been operated for a fractional period within the year concerned, the support level for the Subsidy may be reduced appropriately.

(18)
At times, the requested amount of the Subsidy may be supported at pro-rata basis in relation to the weighted welfare content of a designated project.  For example, in a community health project or a labour/industrial action project, if a portion of the activities does contain a reasonable weighted welfare element, an appropriate support level for the Subsidy may be considered.
