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Introduction

The Support for Self-reliance (SFS) Scheme is a programme under the Comprehensive
Social Security Assistance (CSSA) Scheme, which aims to encourage and assist
able-bodied persons aged 15 to 59 and being unemployed or with monthly working
hours or earnings less than the prescribed level set by the Social Welfare Department
(thereafter collectively called the applicant) to move towards full-time paid
employment and self-reliance while providing them with financial assistance.

In addition to satisfying the residence requirement and financial tests, an able-bodied
applicant has to enroll in the SFS Scheme as a condition of receiving assistance.

Components of the SFS Scheme
The SFS Scheme comprises three main components:

(1) Active Employment Assistance (AEA)
(2) Community Work (CW) Programme
(8) Disregarded Earnings (DE)

Obligations

An applicant has to prove himself/herself to be making substantial efforts to
participate in all activities, including to participate in the employment assistance
project to help him/her secure employment while receiving CSSA.

Consequences of non-compliance

An applicant is not eligible for CSSA if he/she fails to comply with any of the
requirement under the SFS Scheme. In such case, the Director of Social Welfare will:

* cease processing his/her application for CSSA

e terminate further CSSA payment to him/her and other members of his/her
household if his/her application for CSSA has been approved; and

* request him/her to repay the overpaid CSSA payment, if any, arising from the
non-compliance.

AEA Programme

An applicant will be arranged to enroll in the employment assistance project to receive
employment assistance service.

CW Programme

An applicant is required to perform community work to help him/her develop a work
habit, improve employability, widen social network, enhance self-esteem, pave the
way for eventual gainful employment and contribute to society in parallel to job search
process.

Disregarded Earnings

With an aim to encourage CSSA recipients to secure and sustain employment, there
is the provision of DE under the CSSA Scheme. The arrangements for DE are as
follows:

¢ monthly income that a recipient earns from his/her job will be partially disregarded
up to a prescribed limit;

e the first month’'s income that a recipient earns from a new job will be totally
disregarded.

Work First Principle

SWD is committed to providing a safety net for those who are in genuine need and
cannot support themselves or their families. However, the granting of CSSA to an
unemployed able-bodied applicant is only a temporary measure to assist him/her to
tide over a period of financial hardship. He/She has the obligation to secure and
sustain employment and support himself/herself and his/her family and to become
self-reliant.

Appeals

If an applicant disagrees with a decision made by SWD, he/she has the right to lodge
an appeal. An appeal must be lodged within four weeks from the date of the
notification issued by SWD. Enquiries about appeal procedures can be made at any
Social Security Field Unit.
