Borderline developmental delay usually refers to scores of 1.5 to 2.0 SD below the mean on norm-referenced age-appropriate developmental tests in two or more developmental domains (gross/fine motor, cognitive, speech/language, personal/social, or activities of daily living).

Annex 2: Brief information of pre-school rehabilitation services subvented by SWD
Catering for children with diverse learning needs. Abilities such as cognition, language, reading, motor, attention control lie on a continuum. While children with significant functional impairment may require intervention, those with minor or transient impairment (e.g. low average to borderline delay, mild language delay or behavioural problem) may be supported in mainstream school through adequate teacher and parent support and education systems that cater for learning diversity. 

	Service
	Nature

	Services for children with mild impairment (e.g. borderline developmental delay to mild intellectual disability, mild to moderate physical impairment, hearing impairment or visual impairment, autism spectrum disorder). These children have mild functional impairment in multiple developmental domains or significant impairment in one domain. They will be able to cope in mainstream setting with specialist support.

	Early Education and Training Centre (EETC)
	Centre-based service for children aged 0 to 2 with mild to severe disabilities or children at risk of becoming disabled.  Children aged from 2 to under 6 with mild disabilities and neither receiving other pre-school rehabilitation service nor attending primary school can attend as long term service.  It aims at supporting parents in training and caring for their children with disabilities or developmental problems.  It provides individual and/or group training for children as well as family guidance/support for parents.

	Integrated Programme in Kindergarten-cum-Child Care Centre (IP in KG-cum-CCC)
	School-based service for children aged 2 to under 6 with mild disabilities.  Individualised training programme is provided by a designated special child care worker for every six children in a full-day Kindergarten-cum-Child Care Centre in the form of individual and group learning activities.  Outreaching consultation and/or direct treatment services are conducted by clinical psychologist, speech therapist, physiotherapist and occupational therapist.

	On-site Pre-school Rehabilitation Services (OPRS)
	School-based service for children aged below 6 with mild disabilities and attending Kindergartens/ Kindergarten-cum-Child Care Centres with OPRS.  A multi-disciplinary service team, comprising social worker, clinical/educational psychologist, speech therapist, physiotherapist, occupational therapist and special child care worker, provides children with on-site training supplemented with centre-based training depending on their individual needs.  OPRS also provides training/consultation for teachers/child care workers and support services for parents/carers.

	Services for children with moderate to severe / significant impairment (e.g. significant global developmental delay or moderate to severe / profound intellectual disability, moderate to severe physical / hearing / visual impairment, multiple significant impairments).  These children have significant functional impairment in multiple developmental domains. They have significant difficulties coping in mainstream setting, and require substantial support in special school setting with intensive intervention. 

	Special Child Care Centre (SCCC)
	Provides intensive training and care for children aged 2 to under 6 with moderate to severe disabilities.  It aims at developing their fundamental developmental skills, sensory, perceptual, motor, cognitive, communication, social and self-care skills.

	Special Child Care Centre (Hearing Impaired) (SCCC (HI))
	Provides intensive auditory, speech and language training for children aged 2 to under 6 with severe to profound hearing loss.

	Special Child Care Centre (Visually Impaired) (SCCC (VI))
	Provides specialised visual training for children aged 2 to under 6 with moderate to severe visual impairment with / without other disabilities.

	Residential Special Child Care Centre (RSCCC)
	Provides training and residential care services for children aged 0 to under 6 with disabilities that are so severe or complex that they cannot be adequately provided either by a day SCCC or by their families.  This service is also provided for children who are homeless, abandoned, or whose families cannot care for them adequately.
