(NGOs) provide a wide range of rehabilitation services including Pre-school
Rehabilitation Services; Vocational Rehabilitation Services; Residential Care;
and Day Care and Community Support.
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Scope of Services
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Pre-school Rehabilitation Services

To provide children, from birth to under the age of six who have not yet started
primary schooling, with disabilities or at risk of becoming disabled with early
intervention to enhance their physical, psychological and social developments,
thereby improving their opportunities for participating in ordinary schools
and daily life activities and helping their families meet their special needs.
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Vocational Rehabilitation Services
To enhance the working capacity of persons with disabilities, and to enable
them to secure, retain and advance in suitable employment and thereby to
further integrate into the community.
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Residential Care

To provide appropriate residential care and necessary training and support
services for those persons with disabilities who cannot live independently and
those who cannot be adequately cared for by their families, with a view to
improving their quality of life and helping them develop independent living
skills.
