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5.3 Height
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Under section 20 of the Residential Care Homes (Elderly Persons)
Regulation, subject to paragraph 5.3.2 below, no part of an RCHE
shall be situated at a height more than 24 m above the ground floor,
measuring vertically from the ground of the building to the floor of
the premises in which the RCHE is to be situated.

The DSW may by notice in writing served on an operator authorise
that any part of the RCHE may be situated at a height more than 24 m
above the ground floor as may be indicated in the notice.

If an RCHE operator can prove that the RCHE possesses facilities for
fire safety, evacuation and rescue, and appropriate evacuation,
contingency and fire drill plans to the satisfaction of the DSW, the
DSW may approve the ancillary facilities of the RCHE to which the
residents normally do not have access (e.g. kitchen, laundry room,
office, staff resting room) to be situated at a height more than 24 m
above the ground.

If an RCHE is located in a building served by 2 streets/roads at
different levels, the height of the RCHE is to be measured from
the level of the lower street/road.
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
