Approved Programme under 
Domestic and Cohabitation Relationships Violence Ordinance 
What is Approved Programme
Under the Domestic and Cohabitation Relationships Violence Ordinance*, the court may, in granting a non-molestation order, require the respondent to attend any programme approved by the Director of Social Welfare.
Why is this order made

The purpose is to help the participant change his/her attitude and behaviour that have led to the granting of the injunction order.

The programme includes
˙Intake assessment
˙Group or individual treatment programme of 12 to 14 weekly sessions lasting at least 90 minutes for each session
It will give the participant an opportunity to better understand oneself, in particular why he / she has acted in such a way, and to learn ways to relate with his/her (former) spouse / party to a (former) cohabitation relationship / children / relatives in a non-violent or non-molesting manner.

A breach of the injunction order is a contempt of court

The participant should comply with the requirement set out in the injunction order, including attending the Approved Programme.  If he / she does not attend the programme, the applicant and the court will be informed.  Breach of injunction order is a contempt of court and the participant may be punished by imprisonment or a fine.

Who will provide the Approved Programme
The Approved Programme will be provided by the Social Welfare Department (SWD).
What will be the arrangement
Upon receiving the information from the court, staff of SWD will contact the participant as soon as possible and arrange for him / her a suitable programme within a month.
